In autumn 2010, there were 29 active ANA grants in Alaska in all categories of ANA funding
areas.

Alaska Region Il has a website that lists free pre-development and pre-application
workshops with current dates and Alaska training locations. Nonprofit organizations are
eligible if the majority of board seats are held by Alaskan Natives. Building funds are
ineligible for funding, but construction design is eligible. Free telephone technical assistance
is also available.

Program Goals:
To provide long-term, low-interest financing for the purchase and installation of Capstone
avionics equipment for private and commercial aircraft that are substantially flown in Alaska.
Resource Provided:

Loans are available for the purchase and installation of Capstone avionics equipment for
private and commercial aircraft that are substantially flown in Alaska. The applicant must
sign a declaration certifying that the aircraft being upgraded has flown at least 51% of its
flight hours in Alaska over the last 12 months.

Collateral: Loans will be secured by a priority lien on the avionics being financed and by a
lien on the aircraft receiving improvement.

Eligibility:

Aircraft being upgraded must be substantially operated in Alaska and must be owned or

leased by the applicant. Applicant must sign a declaration certifying that at least 51% of the
aircraft’s flight hours were in Alaska over the last 12 months.

Applicant must provide copy of airworthiness certificate, copy of aircraft registration, and
copy of last tax return.

Alaska Program Status:
The effective date of this program was July 1, 2007.

Comments:

Interest rate is 4%. There is a $50.00 non-refundable application fee. Maximum loan term is
10 years. Payment schedule is requested at closing and is either monthly, quarterly, semi-
annual, or annual. Borrower is responsible for paying all direct costs incurred in processing
the loan application, including, but not limited to, an aircraft preliminary title report and FAA
recording fee.

Program Goals:

Program goals are to:

* Protect fish and wildlife habitat and maintain habitat connectivity, habitat diversity,
and related values needed to ensure biological diversity and healthy fish and wildlife
populations.

* Increase opportunities for natural lands recreation, especially near communities and
existing roads, and protect existing opportunities at remote sites.

» Buffer, protect, and enhance the natural ecosystem functions and natural lands
recreation value of lands currently under conservation and forest management.

* Prevent forest fragmentation.

* Protect areas important to Alaska’s communities for water supplies, traditional uses, and
economic reasons.

*  Protect river systems, wetlands, and coastal areas and their associated hydrologic
functions and upland habitats.

* Provide and maintain opportunities for traditional forest uses, including the production of
wood and non-timber forest products.

Resource Provided:

The Forest Legacy Program (FLP) will cover 75% of the costs of a conservation easement or
fee-title purchase. The other 25% must be matched by either the landowner or an assisting
entity, such as a non-profit organization or non-federal government agency. Other costs

that can be covered by the program include appraisals, surveys, closing costs, title work,
insurance, and other real estate transaction expenses.

Eligibility:

The Alaska FLP may only acquire lands and interests in lands identified within Forest Legacy
Areas (see website) on a willing seller/willing buyer basis. Projects proposed for the FLP

in Alaska must be threatened by conversion to non-forest uses and must directly address

one or more of the Alaska program goals. Participation in Forest Legacy is limited to private
forest landowners.

To provide a financing alternative to businesses that may have trouble gaining access to
traditional bank financing.

Resource Provided:

Alaska Growth Capital provides financing for all business needs, including construction
lending, working capital facilities, equipment purchases, and leasehold improvements. It also
participates in the SBA and USDA loan guarantee programs.

Loans range from $100,000 to $7,500,000 and more and normally have terms from 3 to 25
years.

Interest rates depend on the risk level of the business, and each financing package is
customized to meet the needs of the business.

Alaska Growth Capital also delivers financial consulting in limited circumstances.
Eligibility:
Alaska Growth Capital can finance any business within the state but focuses on businesses

that are expanding Alaska’s economy. The primary criteria for consideration include the
following:

* Dedicated and experienced management
* Past performance
*  Current economic viability of the business

* Competitive advantages

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G$ Alaska Municipal Bond Bank Authority\

Administrative Agency:

State Agency: Alaska Department of Revenue

Program Goals:

The Alaska Municipal Bond Bank Authority assists communities with financing for capital
projects.

Resource Provided:

It provides direct loans with no set loan limits. There is a statutory limit of $750 million in
outstanding bonds. Interest rates depend on the national market for tax-exempt bond issues.

Eligibility:

Any organized local government in need of capital project financing should contact the Bond
Bank.

Alaska Program Status:

The Alaska Municipal Bond Bank Authority is a public corporation created by state law (AS
44 .85).

The Bond Bank was created to address the disadvantages that Alaska’s communities often
experience in financial markets. Communities may have low bond ratings or lack familiarity
among investors that would result in above-market interest rates on borrowed money.

Generally, the Bond Bank sells bonds on the national money market and then uses the
proceeds to purchase the bonds of Alaska municipalities at the same interest rate the Bond
Bank obtained, thereby providing the municipalities with funds for their capital projects. The
Bond Bank’s A rating from both Moody’s and Standard and Poor enables it to borrow money
at low rates. As municipalities pay principal and interest to the Bond Bank, the Bond Bank
uses this money to pay its bond holders.

The Bond Bank is self-supporting. It does not use general fund monies and, in fact, has
returned up to $2.2 million to the general fund annually. The bank has an excellent loan
record, with no defaults. The bank has five directors, including the Commissioners of the
Alaska Departments of Revenue and Commerce, Community, and Economic Development,
as well as three public members.

The office also produces an informational Alaska Minerals Industry
compact disc and works with the State of Alaska Division of Geological & Geophysical
Surveys and the Division of Mining, Land, and Water to publish the Alaska’s Minerals
Industry report each year. Alaska’s Minerals Industry report provides information about
Alaska minerals exploration, development, and production and is available free of charge to
the public and to government and business organizations.

Nonprofit (Alaska): Alaska Regional Development Organizations (ARDOR) - 12 regional
economic development councils designated under the ARDOR program.

Program Goals:

ARDORs work to prepare and implement a regional economic development strategy, to
assist communities and businesses in implementing the same, and to provide business
development assistance.

Resource Provided:

ARDORSs prepare regional and community economic development strategies and provide
technical assistance, training, and information to individuals desiring to start or expand a
business in the region.

Eligibility:

Communities and individuals in each region served are eligible for service by the ARDORSs.

Alaska Program Status:

ARDORSs receive partial funding from the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community,
and Economic Development’s Division of Economic Development to provide services and
implement their regional strategies. State funding for each ARDOR is dependent on annual
legislative appropriations.

Funding for the FY11 ARDOR program was increased to $745,470 by the Alaska Industrial
Export Authority (AIDEA), resulting in grants for each ARDOR in the amount of $62,123. The
program has been extended another five years by the State Legislature, to sunset in 2013.

State Agency: Federal Highway Administration; Alaska Department of Transportation &
Public Facilities, Division of Program Development

Program Goals:

Once a route is officially designated an Alaska Scenic Byway, a National Scenic Byway,
or an All-American Road, it is eligible for National Scenic Byway funds to prepare and
implement a corridor management plan. A local match of 20% is required for all grant
projects.

Resource Provided:

Scenic Byway Grants can be used to develop corridor management plans, safety
improvements, byway facilities that interpret or enhance the intrinsic qualities of the scenic
byway, and access to recreation (including water recreation), as well as to protect resources,
interpret information, and market byways.

Eligibility:

Non-profit groups, state and local governmental agencies, or political subdivisions within
Alaska may apply for projects along officially designated state and national byways.

Alaska Program Status:

Grant applications are accepted on an annual basis. Check the National Scenic Byways
website or contact the Alaska Byways Coordinator for criteria and other details.

The program is funded with money generated from excise taxes on fishing equipment
and motorboat/small engine fuels, under provisions of the federal 1990 Coastal Wetlands
Planning, Protection, and Restoration Act. Under the program, U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service provides matching grants to states for acquisition, restoration, management, or
enhancement of coastal wetlands.

States provide 50% of the total costs of a project; Alaska, however, has an established
program (the Duck Stamp program) that also focuses on coastal wetlands; the federal share
is 75%.

This is a nationally competitive grant program, based on criteria contained in 50 CFR

84. Projects are given priority if they are consistent with the National Wetlands Priority
Conservation Plan, are located in states with dedicated land acquisition programs, or are
located in maritime forests on coastal barrier islands. Additional consideration may be given
to projects that benefit threatened and endangered species, encourage cooperative efforts,
and support other ongoing projects. Grants awarded cannot exceed $1.0 million for an
individual project. Applications are submitted to U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service by the State of
Alaska in June of each year.

AIDEA has the ability to develop, own, and operate projects necessary to support and
foster Alaskan economic development. AIDEA’'s Development Finance Program is directed
at financing large projects with the potential for significant private investment and job
growth. The most common structure for these projects is AIDEA financing and owning a
facility that serves as infrastructure for a large private development (e.g. Delong Mountain
Transportation System, FedEx Maintenance Facility) or a specific regional industry (e.g.
Ketchikan Shipyard). These projects fit the definition of “public-private partnerships.”

Resource Provided:

Projects are financed from the sale of bonds, income or receipts, or other assets of the
authority. Bonds issued may be an obligation of AIDEA or secured by the assets and
revenues of the project and the private sector-user. The project and its development should
be economically advantageous to the state and public welfare, contribute to economic
growth, and be economically and financially able to generate revenue to repay the amount
financed. While AIDEA owns the projects, the authority does not usually operate them.
Instead, the private-sector user operates them, and revenue from the project is used to
repay the debt.

Eligibility:

Financially feasible business projects located in Alaska that are endorsed by the local
government where the project will be sited are eligible. Projects requiring bond financing
from AIDEA may also receive authorization from the Alaska Legislature. Manufacturing
facilities, roads, ports, airports, infrastructure for tourism destination facilities, and other
public use facilities essential for regional economic growth can be considered as potentially
eligible projects.

The program originated in 1986, and AIDEA continues to assess the economic benefit and
feasibility of Alaskan projects.

* Bulk Fuel Revolving Loan Fund (BFRLF): Assists small rural communities in purchasing
bulk fuel supplies. Loan may not exceed 90% of the wholesale price of the fuel
purchased plus transportation costs; maximum loan is $750,000. The loan must be
repaid within one year. There is no interest on the first BFRLF loan, 5% interest applies
for the second BFRLF loan, and an interest rate based on the average weekly yield of
municipal bond rates applies to additional loans. Loans may be made to municipalities
or unincorporated villages with a population under 2,000 or to private individuals,
corporations, and cooperatives, with a written endorsement from the local governing
body.

» Power Project Revolving Loan Fund: Provides loans to local utilities, governments,
or independent power producers to develop or upgrade power facilities, including
conservation, bulk fuel storage, waste energy conservation, or water supply projects.
Loan term is related to the life of the project. Interest rate ranges between zero and a
rate based on the average weekly yield of municipal bond rates.

This program provides financing assistance to business projects in Alaska by purchasing
participation in loans originated by financial institutions for the financing of taxable facilities,
such as retail stores, hotels, office buildings, plants and equipment, and specific tax-exempt
project facilities.

Resource Provided:

AIDEA can purchase up to 90% of the loan or up to $20,000,000 (whichever is less) from
the financial institution originating the loan. The total loan amount cannot exceed 75% of the
value of the collateral offered as security for the loan.

Eligibility:

Financially feasible business projects located in Alaska are eligible.

Alaska Program Status:
AIDEA had approximately $377.6 million outstanding in loans as of June 30, 2010.

Comments:

Borrowers apply at a financial institution for a loan. The financial institution, after approval
of the loan, applies to AIDEA for participation in the loan. The application to AIDEA must

be accompanied by a $1,000 non-refundable application, which is credited toward the
commitment fee if the loan participation is approved and accepted. Other fees include a 1%
commitment fee on AIDEA’s portion of the loan.

Rural utilities are eligible for PCE assistance, with the exception of the Railbelt electric
utilities, AEL&P (Juneau), and those utilities that receive electric power from the Four Dam
Pool facilities (Ketchikan, Wrangell, Petersburg, Kodiak, Glennallen, and Valdez). An eligible

residential customer may receive PCE credit on up to the first 500 kWhs consumed each
month.

Community facilities are also eligible to receive PCE credit on up to a maximum of 70 kWh
per month multiplied by the community population. For example, a community of 100 would
receive credit on up to 7,000 kWhs for its combined community facilities.

State and federal customers, as well as commercial customers (including schools), are not
eligible for PCE credit.

Program Goals:

The STIP is a document that shows how the state plans to spend federal surface
improvement funds over the next four years.

Resource Provided:

STIP funds transportation improvements throughout the state.

Community partners can take advantage of federal funding through a competitive process
that generally runs on a two-year cycle. This is called the Community Transportation
Program (CTP). Anyone can nominate a project, but it must have the support of the
community that will eventually own the asset. Sponsors will have to provide required match,
which generally runs approximately 10% of project costs.

Eligibility:
For CTP:

* Contact your regional planner as soon as possible in the project process. They will be
able to help you navigate the process and may have knowledge of other funding regimes
or projects you can partner with. A list of regional planners and their areas of expertise
can be found at http://www.dot.state.ak.us/stwdplng/cip_stip/index.shtml.

*  Project must be nominated to the state’s Need'’s List. This is a list of all possible
transportation projects in the state. When nominated to the Needs List, the project
will get a need number that should be included in any application materials and/or
correspondence.

* Projects must be a public asset (road, trail, ferry, bus), and no restrictions or limitations
are permitted as to who may use the facility. For instance, a seasonal asset is not
eligible.

» Sponsors must submit verification that match will be provided. Match can be provided
through the community or tribe or through partnership with other federal or state
agencies.

*  The community that will take ownership or responsibility for the project must be
supportive of it.

*  That support should be provided in the form of a resolution for communities that have a
governing body.

*  Projects will have to compete for statewide funds. They will be scored by a team of
transportation officials called the Project Evaluation Board (PEB). Funding will be
allocated according to scoring.

* Projects are generally designed and constructed by DOT&PF, due to the complex rules
associated with use of federal funds for transportation projects.
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For non-CTP: \

. Contact the transit coordinator.

Alaska Program Status:

Funding for the CTP program depends on federal appropriations bills. At the time of this
publication, Congress has yet to develop a new appropriations bill, so the state is operating
under the old one. Extension periods can vary, from a month to three months to a year.
This scenario makes for some instability for state and local projects under this regime;
communities are advised to have patience and diligently track funding progress through
partnership with their regional planner.

Requirements for these programs may change, depending on what changes Congress
incorporates into the new appropriations bill. Additionally, the federal deficits may impact our
ability to fund projects through this program in the future.

Comments:

Projects can be nominated for CTP under four different funding regimes:

* Urban/Rural - Qualifying communities:

+ Are connected to the road system via road or ferry OR

+ Are connected to a road that has over 499 traffic movements per day.
* Remote and Trail - Qualifying communities:

+ Are not connected to the road system via road or ferry AND any program available
but to account for these dynamics when planning their projects.

+ Are not connected to a road that has over 499 traffic movements per day.

+ Do not have roads but use boardwalks or trails as primary community transportation
corridors.

» Trail and Recreational Access for Alaskans (TRAAK) - This is a statutorily-limited funding
program that can be used to fund sidewalks or trail systems.

* Transit: This has additional separate sources of funding that go through a separate grant.

Program Goals:

The role of the Village Safe Water Program is to work with rural communities to develop
sustainable sanitation facilities. Goals of the program are to:

* Achieve accountability and performance excellence on projects.
* Plan and advocate for sustainable facilities.

* Promote staff learning, growth, and innovation.

» Secure stable and diverse funding sources.

Resource Provided:

The core services of the program are:

» To allocate and distribute funding for water and sewer studies and design/construction
projects.

* To administer grants according to the requirements of the funding sources.

» To provide project management and engineering assistance to communities in planning,
designing, and constructing sanitation facilities.

Eligibility:
To be eligible for funding under the Village Safe Water Program, the applicant must be an

unincorporated community that has between 25 and 600 people residing within a two-mile
radius, a second class city, or a first-class city with not more than 600 residents.

Alaska Program Status:

Since SFY 2004, federal funding for rural Alaska water and sewer projects has fallen

from $73 million to an estimated $30 million in SFY 2011. While funding has decreased
significantly, the cost of addressing critical rural Alaska sanitation needs (such as homes
without running water and flush toilet or inadequately treated drinking water) has increased
dramatically. The disparity between available funding and the cost of addressing rural
sanitation needs is approximately $648 million - 91% increase over SFY 2007. If the current
funding and cost trends do not change, this gap will continue to widen.

In 1996, 55% of rural homes had piped or haul service. Today, approximately 75% of rural
homes have running water and flush toilets. (This estimate omits regional hubs, such as
Kotzebue and Bethel, as these larger communities in rural Alaska skew the analysis.) This
equates to an annual average of 1.5% of rural homes receiving first-time service.

Comments:

VSW:’s capital funding allocation system is called the Capital Improvements Project (CIP).

IHS’s funding allocation system is called the Sanitation Deficiency System (SDS), which is a
national system that captures all unmet needs of Native Alaska villages and Lower-48 Indian
reservations. Each system allocates funds annually for projects and both share one common
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database of unmet sanitation needs in rural Alaska. Together, the CIP and SDS allocate \
about 90% of all federal and state funding for rural sanitation projects in Alaska.

DOL’s Employment and Training Administration allows Youthbuild to provide grants on a
competitive basis to non-profit organizations to assist high-risk youth between the ages of
16-24 in learning housing construction job skills and completing their high school education.

Program participants enhance their skills as they construct and/or rehabilitate affordable
housing for low- and moderate-income persons.

Comments:

Application: After DOL publishes a Solicitation for Grant Applications (SGA) for the
Youthbuild program, applicants must submit specific information about a proposed project
in their application, including information on the required match funds and the work-site
description that demonstrates the availability of properties for building or rehabilitation.

All grants deemed responsive to the SGA criteria are evaluated and selected based on a
competitive panel review process.
