Match Requirement
Section 306 funds awarded to districts require a financial match.  In FY07, the estimated match requirements are 20% for CRSAs and 50% for municipalities.  The match can be either cash or in-kind.  Examples of in-kind match include

· personal services,

· office overhead,

· third party contribution to a contract,

· donation of equipment or building space,

· work donated by someone other than the district or the district’s subcontractor, or

· time spent by the planning commission or other board discussing ACMP-related issues.

Your bookkeeper, city manager, public works director may put in time on an ACMP project by reviewing your plan, a permit, or working with you on a coastal planning issue.  A municipality within a CRSA’s boundary can provide the match for a CRSA.  The cash or in-kind match cannot be federal funds or ACMP-related income, unless the Department of Commerce, Community and Economic Development (DCCED) Division of Community Advocacy (DCA) expressly permits the latter in the grant agreement between DCCED/DCA and the district. Awards Process

Applications will be evaluated and awards will be made as follows:

· Division of Community Advocacy (DCA) and Office of Project Management and Permitting (OPMP) staff assigned to your district will comment on your application.

· The award committee will allocate amounts for each district for required tasks based on performance in FY 05.  Approximately $710,000 is available in Section 306 funds for required tasks. 

· The award committee will forward its funding recommendations to the DCCED Commissioner.  The Commissioner makes the final award decisions with OPMP concurrence.

Eligible Tasks

A district with an approved coastal management program can request funds for:

· completing required tasks

· preparation of  its coastal management program, or

· attending the ACMP statewide conference

Reminder:  Grant funds must be expended between July 1, 2006 and June 30, 2007.

Required Tasks Information

FY07 Section 306 funding for district grants is expected to be approximately $710,000, however we will not know the exact funding level until the federal grant process has been completed.  DCCED/DCA will award funds for required tasks in consultation with OPMP.  
DCCED will provide funding for required tasks if the district completes the required tasks application and if DCCED determines the district will likely perform the following tasks.

For required tasks, your district shall, at a minimum:

· Participate in local, state, and federal ACMP-related consistency reviews, permitting, and other activities (this is a high-priority task that will be closely tracked).
· In FY07, assure that the approved district plan amendment meets all regulatory deadlines necessary for the plan to be in effect by March 1, 2007 (this will be outlined in the FY07 grant agreement).
· Provide local ACMP coordination and be the local ACMP contact.

· Attend the statewide and regional coastal district conferences.

· Administer the ACMP grant, including complying with reporting requirements.

· Provide OPMP’s Publications Specialist with program related news for inclusion in the ACMP web site.  If the Grantee has a web site, the Grantee is encouraged to present the information and to work with OPMP to establish web site links.

· For municipalities, implement the coastal management plan through local land regulations.

· For CRSAs, encourage CRSA Board participation and conduct Board election activities, administer the ACMP grant, including complying with reporting requirements.
